Most RTJ Golf Trail sites are near

an interstate or major highway and green

highway signs lead the way. Each Trail site

is within a two-hour drive of at least one

other, making it possible to play several

locations during a trip on the Trail.

the shoals, muscle shoals/florence

The Shoals offers 36 holes in northwest
Alabama. The Fighting Joe course, named
the best new course by GOLF Magazine in
2005, runs along the Tennessee River and
measures 8,072 yards. Length will present
the biggest challenge, as the rolling fairways
are pretty straightforward. The Schoolmaster
course is a bit more challenging with more
narrow fairways and protected greens.

ross bridge, hoover

Just outside Birmingham, located a few
miles from Oxmoor Valley is the Trail’s only
single course facility. Measuring 8,184
yards, the stadium-style course offers
spectacular views and a “big-shouldered,
muscular” layout. It’s not for the weak at
heart. But the on-site luxury hotel and spa
offer a nice respite from a challenging day
on the links.

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hampton cove, huntsville

This northern site on the Trail is one of the
most unique. It features two completely
different championship layouts and an 
18-hole links-style Short Course. The
Highlands features beautiful vegetation and
lots of elevation changes, while the River is
flat, yet scenic, as it winds its way along
the Flint River. It is also the only
RTJ design with no bunkers.

oxmoor valley, birmingham

The Oxmoor Valley site combines
the spectacular views and tremendous
elevational changes of the Ridge Course with
the peaceful serenity of the Valley Course.
The Ridge is densely wooded with rolling
fairways. Its greens have been renovated to
tone down some of their severe undulation.
The Valley offers sparkling lakes and a
challenging uphill finishing hole.

silver lakes, anniston/gadsden

Located amidst the scenic splendor of 
the Talladega National Forest, Silver 
Lakes sports three of the most beautiful 
and challenging nines. Heartbreaker is
considered the toughest nine on the Trail;
Backbreaker offers breathtaking vistas; and

Mindbreaker demands precision. The
nine-hole Short Course features

water on seven holes.

grand national, auburn/opelika

Frequently honored over the years,
this first Trail site to open for play was

praised by Mr. Jones as the greatest site for a
golf course he had ever seen. Featuring 
two of the most challenging courses on 
the Trail, the Links (Golf Digest’s 2nd Best
New Public Course in 1993) and the Lake
(4th Best, 1993), the Auburn/Opelika area
is a golfer’s dream come true.

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capitol hill, prattville

This locale, just north of Montgomery, has
three 18-hole full length courses. The
Senator, a links course with huge pot
bunkers and soaring mounds, hosts the
LPGA in the Navistar Classic in September;
the Legislator features tall pines and the
infamous Sky Bridge; and the Judge
offers one of the most spectacular
first tee shots anywhere.

highland oaks, dothan

In Alabama’s southeast corner, this
site is known for its tremendous length
and shimmering lakes. The Marshwood nine
trumpets the longest hole on the Trail, the
701-yard par-5 sixth; Highlands is wide open
but many lakes come into play; and Magnolia
features the massive, signature trees and a
1,000 foot wooden bridge. The nine-hole
Short Course offers spectacular greens.

cambrian ridge, greenville

South of Montgomery, this 36-hole complex
is one of the true jewels of the Trail. The
Canyon’s changes in elevation include a 
200-foot drop from tee to fairway; Sherling
runs along the lake and features a double-
green on nine; and the Loblolly nine boasts

stately pines and undulating fairways.
The nine-hole Short Course is

nestled perfectly along the lake.

magnolia grove, mobile

Home to the LPGA Classic, the
Crossings course is well-known to

golfing fans around the world. The hilly
terrain and elevated greens are a challenge.
The 18-hole Falls course features massive
bunkers and exciting greens. Both were
recently renovated to create more player
friendly layouts. The Short Course is
ranked 4th in the world by GOLF Magazine.

The Robert Trent Jones Golf Trail

sites in the region are truly unique. In

the northwest corner is one of the

newest locales along the 20 year old 

golf trail. It’s a 36-hole complex, aptly

named The Shoals, since the cities of

Muscle Shoals, Florence, Sheffield, and

Tuscumbia form the area collectively

known as “The Shoals.” The Shoals 

golf site features two championship 

courses, the Fighting Joe course, the

first Trail course over 8,000 yards, 

and the Schoolmaster course. Fighting

Joe is on every list of top ten

courses you can play. A more

picturesque site would be hard

to find. Situated along the

banks of the Tennessee River,

many of the holes offer a spectacular

view of the water. The clubhouse is

perched atop the highest point on the

river, offering a panoramic view. The

Shoals is typical of the Trail, great value,

immaculate conditions, challenging

golf, and great customer service. 

Also in the Shoals area, Blackberry

Trail in Florence is a sporty little layout

with 18 holes of golf boasting over

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7,000 yards of scenic splendor. Lush

greens are the hallmark, featuring

TifEagle Bermuda surfaces that can be

both fast and treacherous. Just down the

road is one of the six Alabama State Park

golf courses at Joe Wheeler State Park in

Rogersville, offering an 18-hole course

designed by legendary architect Earl

Stone. It plays around the shores of

Wheeler Lake, offering relaxing scenery

to accompany your round. The park

also offers an on-site lodge, perfect for

a laid-back trip.

Farther east in Decatur, Point

Mallard is a complete family recreational

facility, offering great outdoor activities,

including the completely renovated 

18-hole championship golf course. It’s

almost 7,000 yards long from the tips

and offers world-class Bermuda greens.

The RTJ Golf Trail at Hampton

Cove in Huntsville offers two totally

different experiences in the Highlands

and the River courses. The Highlands

has the feel of a Scottish course even

with the Japanese black pines, massive

oaks, dogwoods and crepe myrtles

throughout. It is very picturesque, even

featuring an old mule barn adjacent to

the 5th hole that has become quite a

conversation piece over the years. The

River Course has the distinction of

being the only Robert Trent Jones

design without a single bunker. The

course was laid out on a former soybean

plantation at the edge of the Flint River

flood plain. Great care was used to

incorporate the wonders of Mother

Nature into the scheme of things,

showcased by the enormous old oak tree

behind the 18th green.

Northeast of Huntsville is one of

the more popular settings for golf at

Goose Pond Colony in Scottsboro.

Located on the banks of Lake

Guntersville, this laid-back resort

features two 18-hole championship golf

courses, cozy lakeside cottages, a lodge,

restaurant, campground, and full-

service marina. The two courses

available are the Colony and the

Plantation. The Colony is a George

Guntersville, just a bit south of

Scottsboro, and the locale of two

championship golf courses, is situated

perfectly to be a home base for a golf

vacation to the northeast corner of

Alabama. Eighteen masterfully crafted

holes covering just under 6,900 yards

and offering awe-inspiring beauty, with

a choice of difficulty ranging from

moderate to pretty darn tough, are 

what you’ll find at Gunter’s Landing.

Lake Guntersville State Park’s newly

renovated golf course overlooks

beautiful Lake Guntersville. It’s fairly

traditional in design with water coming

into play often and bunkers strategically

located to snare that errant shot. 

The fairways are wide and accessible 

but the greens are well-protected.

The Mountains Region is also

home to one of the top-rated courses in

the state, Limestone Springs. This Jerry

Pate design is currently ranked third in

GolfWeek’s list of “Best Courses You Can

Play” and second in GOLF Magazine’s

“Best Public Courses” in Alabama. It’s

located just 45 minutes northeast of

Birmingham. Limestone Springs plays

out along the rolling hills and peaceful

valleys of north central Alabama.

Ancient limestone rock formations and

stately old oaks form the backdrop of

the layout and the course boasts

breathtaking views of the surrounding

mountain ridges. It’s one of ten courses

in the state operated by Alabama’s own

Honours Golf Company, which brings

a new level of service and quality to the

golf business.

The eighth Trail facility to come on

line is also the only site with three full-

length courses. Capitol Hill in Prattville is

just 10 minutes north of the state’s

capital, Montgomery. The three courses,

situated so closely to the seat of

government, are called The Judge, The

Senator, and The Legislator. GOLF

Magazine once named the Judge Course

one of 10 public courses in the country

worthy of hosting a U.S. Open. It’s also

the highest rated public course on Golf

Digest’s “Best in State” list for this year. The

course offers stunning views throughout,

especially on the first tee which sits 200

feet above the fairway overlooking the

Alabama River. The Legislator is hilly and

more traditional. The Senator is a

Scottish links-style course with Bentgrass

greens, over 160 dreaded pot bunkers,

and mounds reaching as high as 40 feet.

The course is the host site of the annual

Navistar LPGA Classic tournament.

Located in Greenville, 40 miles

south of Montgomery, the RTJ Golf Trail

at Cambrian Ridge is a Trail favorite for

golf writers and players alike. The three

9-hole championship layouts are named

Canyon, Sherling and Loblolly – and any

combination of the three offers a

tremendous challenge. The Canyon starts

with a 501-yard par-4 that drops some

200 feet from tee to fairway. On the

Sherling course, water from Lake

Sherling is a prominent feature along

with the incredible finishing hole. The

Loblolly gets its name from the Loblolly

pines, in abundance as they frame the

rolling fairways and wrap around the

water-fronted greens.

Situated in the most southeastern

corner of the state, the RTJ Golf Trail at

Highland Oaks in Dothan is comprised of

three championship nines and a 9-hole

Short Course. Highlands is fairly wide

open but lakes come into play

throughout. Marshwood is home to the

monstrous par-5 sixth, a whopping 701

yards. The Magnolia features the longest

bridge on the Trail spanning the marshes

and wetlands for over 1,000 feet.
