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The foothills of the Appalachians reach
into the northeast corner of Mississippi, creating
the highest elevations in the state in the Hills
Region. The rolling countryside makes for
challenging courses. The beautiful vistas provide
a scenic backdrop, making the golf courses in
the region as unique as the topography. The area
also is singular in its contribution to the
explosive growth of rock ’n’ roll as a musical
genre, as the birthplace of Mississippi’s most
famous musical legend, Elvis Presley.  

In the northwest corner of Mississippi,
DeSoto County boasts four championship golf
courses. Packaged with local hotels, the courses
create an affordable golf vacation with lots of
variety. The city of Olive Branch is home to three
of these courses, beginning with Cherokee
Valley. The course features wide fairways and
large Champion Bermuda greens, while 11 lakes
and 78 bunkers provide the intimidation factor.
Timber Truss Golf Course, located nearby, also
features friendly, open fairways and oversized
Champion Bermuda greens, but strategically
placed mounds and water make for a very
challenging tract. Wedgewood Golf Club is an

18-hole championship layout situated on rolling,
scenic terrain and featuring demanding water
hazards on 10 holes. 

Rounding out the DeSoto County golf
selections is North Creek Golf Club in
Southaven. Grassy mounds, large, undulating
greens and strategic dogleg fairways create a
real test. The most unique feature of the course
is the signature double green for holes 13 and
15, with a cart path tunnel running underneath. 

A short distance southeast of DeSoto
County is the challenging Kirkwood National
Golf Club. This scenic course was named one of
Golf Digest’s top new courses when it opened
and has continued to get great reviews.  The
course displays dramatic changes in elevation
and wooded valleys, with numerous creeks and
lakes running throughout. Lush Bermuda
fairways and roughs line each wooded hole, and
gorgeous Champion Bermuda greens await
your approach. Fully furnished cottages, with
living areas and up to four bedrooms, are
available at Kirkwood, offering convenient
lodging right on the golf course. 

Located in scenic John W. Kyle State Park
in Sardis, just off Interstate 55, is Mallard Pointe.
Designed by renowned architect Bob Cupp, the
challenging course features elevated tee shots
and narrow fairways. Pinpoint precision is
required to reach many of the well-protected
greens. Golf packages are available in golf villas
located at the course.

The Dogwoods Golf Course at Hugh White
State Park also is located just off Interstate 55 
in Grenada. When the course opened, the
Dogwoods was ranked the fifth “best new
affordable course” in the country by Golf Digest.
The signature hole here is the par-5, 9th hole.
Perched high above the fairway with an
incredible view of Grenada Lake, the tee shot is
as beautiful as it is intimidating. Cabins at the
park, plus area hotels, make Grenada a perfect
place to stay and play.

THE CAPITAL/RIVER REGION
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Mississippi’s Capital/River Region consists
of the state’s capital city of Jackson and historic
river towns such as Natchez and Vicksburg. Golf
layouts range from wide-open flatlands to tight,
water-lined fairways. The region’s musical legacy
is as diverse as its golf, with blues, rock ’n’ roll and
R&B flourishing in these areas. 

Jackson played an important role in 
the development of Mississippi’s musical
contributions. Record companies such as Malaco
pioneered the city’s famous blues and soul
sounds stretching back to the 1960s. The metro
area plays host to some of the top players on the 
PGA TOUR each fall at the Sanderson Farms
Championship, played at The Country Club 
of Jackson.

Following a two-year renovation, including
new greens, bunkers, tees, and the widening of
playing corridors, The Refuge in the Jackson
suburb of Pearl is poised to open this year with a

new 200 room on-site hotel and conference
center. Mississippi’s own Nathan Crace is the
course architect and owner of the course near the
Jackson-Medgar Wiley Evers International Airport.

Rolling terrain, undulating greens and
breathtaking scenery are found at the recently
renovated Quail Hollow, located in Percy Quin
State Park, an hour south of Jackson in McComb.
Quail Hollow was designed by well-known
architect Arthur Hills. Golf villas providing
modern amenities are conveniently located at 
the state park to create stay-and-play packages.

Natchez is home to two exciting courses.
Beau Pré Country Club is situated on the banks 
of Second Creek and features a 90-foot clay bluff
and rolling terrain. Natchez Golf Club at Duncan

Upon opening,
the course was named the third “best new
course” in the country by Golf Digest and is
currently second “best in state” by Golfweek.

Mossy Oak is located across the street
from Old Waverly. With some shared ownership,
both courses partner to increase golf excursions
to the eastern side of the state. They each
feature on-site golf cottages for custom 
stay-and-play packages. 

Further south in Choctaw is Dancing
Rabbit. The two courses at Dancing Rabbit, 
The Azaleas and The Oaks, along with the two
casinos, several restaurants, three hotels and
unique clubhouse lodging at Pearl River Resort,
were built on the ancestral lands of the
Mississippi Band of Choctaw Indians. Each of the
36 holes at Dancing Rabbit bears the distinctive
touch of course architects Tom Fazio and Jerry
Pate.
